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Taming the Tongue 

Part 3
Arguing & Boasting
Argumentative means inclined to disagree: tending to disagree and argue.    

Unlike divisive people, argumentative people enjoy directly resisting anyone whose viewpoint is different from their own.  In fact, they seem to look for anything they can discuss that will get someone else on the defensive.  One quarrelsome person can impact the peace and effectiveness of an entire group.

Boasting is defined as overemphasizing possessions or accomplishments.  People who boast are on a collision course with the wrath of God, for they believe they are personally responsible for their achievements or good fortune.  They have forgotten that everything they have came from God!  Their self – exaltation steals God’s glory and sets them up for a great fall.
