2. Read John 14:25-27 (page 1260). What do you know about the Spirit of God? Why do you think God would need to pour out His Spirit if the Holy Spirit was already in the world?

3. The word prophesy does not always mean “to foretell the future.” In biblical days, a prophet was someone who received a message from God and conveyed it to the people. Our society does not easily accept self-proclaimed prophets. What do you think will happen to these people who prophesy and have visions?

4. The “Day of the Lord” is a term which refers to the time that Christ will return. According to Joel 2:28-32, what signs will God give before this day? 

5.   Why would the coming of the Lord be ‘great’ AND ‘dreadful’? (verse 31)
